Persons and/or vehicles entering the Fairground premises do so only with the permission of the Effingham County Fair
Association and said Association expressly reserves the right to revoke the license of any person and/or vehicle from
entrance and/or access to the Fairgrounds at any time.

Rules for entries in all classes:

A. All entries will be computerized. Social Security Number must accompany entries; premise ID required for all animals.
B. Registration papers will be randomly checked on first place animals.

C. Send fees and entries to Effingham County Fair Entries, P.O. Box 212, Altamont, lllinois 62411. Exhibitors®
cards may be picked up at the fair office. They will not be sent out.

D. Beef cattle must be in place by 5:00 p.m. Friday, July 31. Entries close Saturday, August 1, 9:00 a.m. NO late entries
will be accepted. Released Monday, August 3 at 5 p.m.

E. Sheep must be in place by Friday, July 31 5:00 p.m., released Monday, August 3, 5:00 p.m..

F. Fitting Rule: Cattle are to be shown in their natural conformation. The use of false tail heads is prohibited. The addition
of hair, hemp or any similar substance to any part of an animal is prohibited. This rule applies to both breeding stock and
steers.

G. Dairy animals must be in place by 6 pm., Tuesday, August 4 and released Friday, August 7 at 6 p.m.

J. Goats will be in place by Noon on Tuesday, August 4 and released Friday, August 7 at noon.

K. ABSOLUTELY NO ANIMALS WILL BE RELEASED UNTIL THE GIVEN TIME. THOSE VIOLATING THE RELEASE
TIME WILL SUFFER 25% REDUCTION OF THEIR PREMIUMS WON. VIOLATORS NAMES WILL BE SUBMITTED TO
THE ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE BUREAU OF COUNTY FAIRS FOR FURTHER ACTION.

L. All entries must be made in the name of the owners.

M. One item can be entered in only two (2) categories.

N. No exhibitor will be paid more than two (2) premiums in any one class.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS
1. Exhibitors are required to familiarize themselves with all rules applicable to their exhibits.
2. All out-of-state animals shall require an entry permit. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-4944.
3. All animals, except as noted, shall be accompanied by a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) which shows that the animal meets all health
requirements for the State of lllinois. CVI® shall be made available to Bureau of Animal Health Personnel on request. (CVI means a legible record
made on an official form from the state of origin which has been issued, signed and dated by an accredited veterinarian and which shows the name
and address of the animal® owner or exhibitor and the results of all required tests or vaccinations. A CVI shall list only one animal identification per line;
shall be presented on the form on which it was initially issued; and shall not be corrected, changed or altered in any manner.)
4. All animals shall be officially identified. The animal(s) official identification shall be recorded on the CVI.
5. If animals are from tuberculosis accredited, brucellosis certified, pseudorabies qualified, or brucellosis validated herds, the identifying herd number(s)
along with the date of the last herd test(s) shall appear on the CVI.
6. CVI for out-of-state livestock shall be void thirty (30) days after issuance.
7. CVI for lllinois-origin livestock shall be void ninety (90) days after issuance.
8. All livestock shall be subject to examination upon entry to any lllinois fair or exhibition. Any animal showing evidence of infectious, contagious or
communicable diseases shall be immediately withdrawn and held in quarantine at the owner's risk and expense until properly treated and recovered,
or until the animal is released to return to the owner® premise.
Any livestock infected with scabies, mange, active lesions of ringworm, sore mouth, or multiple warts which are easily visible without close examination
shall not be permitted to exhibit and are subject to quarantine or removal from the fairgrounds.
Sheep and goats with caseous lymphadenitis as evidenced by draining abscesses shall not be exhibited and are subject to immediate quarantine
or removal from the fairgrounds.
9. llinois Department of Agriculture personnel or designee may collect blood, tissue, milk or urine samples from any animal being exhibited and/or
raced at any lllinois fair to test for the presence of illegal drugs or banned substances. New examination techniques, such as ultrasound, may also be
used at anytime while the animals are on the grounds of any lllinois fair or exhibit.
The lllinois Department of Agriculture or designee may collect urine, blood, tissue or other test samples from exhibition animals at the time of
slaughter.
10. All exhibitors of animals at any lllinois fair or exhibition shall comply with the provisions of the lllinois Humane Care for Animals Act. If violations are
observed, the animal(s) will be excused from exhibition and ordered removed from the grounds with all awards being forfeited.
Any practice or deviation from normal, accepted care, including physical, medical or mechanical application, shall constitute a violation of show rules
and may result in the animal(s) disqualification and removal from the fairgrounds.
11. Any lllinis cattle, bison, cervidae or goats being exhibited in non-accredited free states must be isolated from the remainder of the herd/flock upon
return to lllinois and retested for tuberculosis 60-120 days post-entry.

CATTLE

Identification: Individual identification of each animal shall be either a fully healed and legible tattoo, official metal ear tag, registration number (can only
be used if the tattoo is recorded on the registration certificate or for breeds where pictures are acceptable), or individual brands, if brand is recorded on
the registration certificate.
lllinois Cattle
Brucellosis: llinois is a Bovine Brucellosis Class-Free State. Brucellosis testing is not required for lllinois cattle.
Tuberculosis: lllinois is an Accredited Tuberculosis-Free State. Tuberculin testing is not required for lllinois cattle.
Please note: lllinois calves under 6 months of age and lllinois steers are not required to have a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.
Out-Of-State-Cattle
Permit
1. All out-of-state cattle are to be accompanied by an entry permit.
2. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-4944.
Brucellosis:
1. Female cattle six (6) months of age and older and bulls eighteen (18) months of age and older shall be negative to an official test for
brucellosis within thirty (30) days prior to entry, unless exempt by one (1) of the following:
A. Originate directly from a certified brucellosis-free herd.
B. Official vaccinates of dairy breeds under twenty (20) months of age or official vaccinates of beef breeds under twenty-four (24) months of age.
C. Animal originated from a @lass FreeGstate (if entire state is so classified).
D. Steers and spayed heifers are not required to be tested for brucellosis.
2. The negative brucellosis test shall be conducted at a state or federal laboratory within 30 days prior to exhibition.
Tuberculosis:
1. Accredited Tuberculosis Free States
A. No tuberculin test required. All cattle, including steers, originating from an Accredited Tuberculosis Free State, may enter lllinois for exhibition
when accompanied by a CVI issued by an accredited veterinarian within 30 days.
2. Non-Accredited Tuberculosis Free Areas or States (Not TB Free).
A. Cattle must originate from a herd where a complete herd test was conducted within the past year.
B. The individual animals entering lllinois must be negative to an additional tuberculin test conducted within 30 days prior to exhibition.
C. Cattle that enter lllinois for exhibition and remain in lllinois (animal does not return to the state of origin within 30 days) must be isolated and retested
for TB 60-120 days from the last official TB test date.
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SWINE

Illinois Swine

Identification:

According to the 2009 lllinois Exhibition Health Requirements for lllinois State Fair, DuQuoin State Fair, and county fairs, swine need to be tested for
PRV. Swine of all ages shall be negative to an official test for PRV conducted within 90 days prior to exhibition; or swin shall originate immediately and
directly from a qualified PRV negative herd. Barrows and females in market classes must meet the same requirements as breeding swine.
Because PRV and Brucellosis are official state/federal cooperative disease programs, all testing for these diseases in considered official testing.
Therefore, the animals tested must be officially at the time of testing and accompanying documents should include this official identification. Any
interstate movements subsequent to exhibition are subject to requirements for official identification. Official identification is required for all interstate
movement.

Ear notching is only appropriate as official identification for swine when the ear notching has been recorded in the book of record of a purebred registry
association. The use of ear notches is not acceptable as official identification for crossbred swine.

1. Swine shall be identified by an official ear tag, tattoo or recognized breed ear notch.

2. Ear notch identification is acceptable for barrows, crossbred gilts and breeding swine. Ear notch identification of crossbred swine does not satisfy
USDA identfication requirements for brucellosis and pseudorabies testing.

Brucellosis: Brucellosis testing is not required for lllinois swine.

Pseudorabies: All exhibition swine are required to be tested for pseudorabies as described below. (lllinois Swine Disease Control and
Eradication Act, Section 105.110).

1. Swine of all ages shall be negative to an official test for pseudorabies conducted within 90 days prior to exhibition; or swine shall originate
immediately and directly from a qualified pseudorabies negative herd.

2. Barrows and females in market classes must meet the same requirements as breeding swine.

Additional Requirements:

1. Swine consigned to terminal market classes must meet the same test requirements as exhibition swine if these classes are held in conjunction
with @xhibits not intended for slaughterO

2, When terminal classes are held on a day when no other livestock are present, these animals are exempt from all test requirements and do not
need a CVI. All swine terminal classes must be identified by a site tattoo prior to movement to slaughter.

3. Swine from pseudorabies-quarantined herds are not allowed to exhibit regardless of whether or not the show is terminal or non-terminal.

4. The lllinois and DuQuoin State Fairs are not classified as terminal shows.

Out-of-State Swine

Permit:

1. All out-of-state swine are to be accompanied by an entry permit.

2. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-4944.

Identification:

1. Individually identified by an official ear tag, tattoo or recognized breed ear notch.

2. Ear notch identification is not acceptable for crossbred animals.

Brucellosis:

1. Breeding swine 4 months of age and older shall be negative to an official test for brucellosis within 30 days prior to exhibition unless exempt by one
(1) of the following:

A. Originate immediately and directly from a brucellosis-free herd.

B. Originate directly from a validated brucellosis-free state.

2. Swine brucellosis tests for exhibition shall be conducted at a state or federal laboratory.

Pseudorabies: All exhibition swine are required to be tested for pseudorabies as described below. (lllinois Swine Disease Control and
Eradication Act, Section 105.105).

1. Swine shall be negative to an official test for pseudorabies conducted within the past thirty (30) days prior to entry or originate immediately and
directly from a qualified pseudorabies negative herd in a Stage Ill, IV or V state.

2. Barrows and females in market classes must meet the same requirements as breeding swine.

3. The lllinois and DuQuoin State Fairs are not classified as terminal shows.

SHEEP

Individual identification of each animal shall be by an ear tattoo or official metal or plastic tag. A microchip ID is acceptable if the owner provides the
reader.

Ear tattoos may be used when a registration certificate, listing the tattoo number, accompanies the animal.

When using ear tags, the tag must indicate the premises ID and state of origin. The tag number must be assigned by a state or APHIS representative
and recorded in the Scrapie Record Database.

Market Lambs: All wethers must be slick shorn (show ring ready) before weigh-in so that show lamb fungus can be identified.

Illinois Sheep

1. Sheep originating from a flock that has previously been classified as either an infected or source flock can be exhibited in lllinois upon the completion
of an approved flock plan.

2. For any animal born after 1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth and the flock of origin, if different.

Out-of-State Sheep

1. All out-of-state sheep are to be accompanied by an entry permit. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-4944.
2. Sheep originating from a flock that has previously been classified as either an infected or source flock can be exhibited in lllinois upon the completion
of an approved flock plan.

3. For any animal born after 1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth and the flock of origin, if different.

GOATS

Identification: Individual identification of each animal shall be by an ear tattoo or official metal or plastic tag. A microchip ID is acceptable if the owner
provides the reader.

Tattoos may be used when a registration certificate, listing the tattoo number, accompanies the animal.

When using ear tags, the tag must indicate the premises ID and state of origin. The tag number must be assigned by a state or APHIS representative
and recorded in the Scrapie Record Database.
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Ears should be used for tattooing when possible. If there is no space in the ear, the flank or tail fold may be used.

Illinois Goats

1. Goats originating from a herd that has previously been classified as either an infected or source herd can be exhibited in lllinois upon the completion
of an approved herd plan.

2. For any animal born after 1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth and the flock of origin, if different.

Out-of-State Goats

1. All out-of-state goats are to be accompanied by an entry permit. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-4944.
2. Goats originating from a herd that has previously been classified as either an infected or source herd can be exhibited iin Illinois upon the completion
of an approved herd plan.

3. Tuberculosis: Goats from areas or states that are not Accredited Bovine Tuberculosis Free, must be accompanied by a CVI indicating that the goats
originated from a herd where a complete negative herd test has been conducted within the past twelve (12) months and the individual animals are
negative to a tuberculin test conducted within thirty (30) days prior to entry. For any animal born after 1/1/2002, the CVI must include the flock of birth
and the flock of origin, if different.

HORSES, PONIES, MULES AND OTHER EQUIDAE
Illinois Equine
1. All horses and other equidae, twelve (12) months of age and older attending an advertised equine event, shall be accompanied by a negative test
for equine infectious anemia (EIA) conducted within the last twelve (12) months. A copy of this test shall accompany the animal.
2. AGID (Coggins) or ELISA tests are accepted.
3. An advertised equine event means a show, rodeo, sale, auction, exhibition, trail ride, or horse fair that is posted or media promoted.
4. A CVI is not required for lllinois equine.
Out-of-State Equine
1. All out-of-state equine are to be accompanied by an entry permit. Permits are available 24 hours a day, seven days a week by calling (217) 782-
4944,
2. All horses and other equidae entering lllinois that are twelve (12) months of age or older, shall be accompanied by a negative test for equine
infectious anemia (EIA) conducted within the last twelve (12) months. A copy of this test shall accompany the animal.
3. AGID (Coggins) or ELISA tests are accepted.
4. All horses and other equidae shall be accompanied by a CVI issued within thirty (30) days prior to entry.

POULTRY

1. All entries (except waterfowl, i.e. domesticated fowl that normally swim, such as ducks and geese) in a show or exhibition shall have originated from
a U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid Clean or equivalent hatchery or flock OR have a negative pullorum-typhoid test within 90 days prior to exhibition. Exhibitor
shall show proper information as to name and address of owner or exhibitor, name and address of the authorized testing agent, date of the testing and
the number, breed, and species of those tested.

2. Prior to being used to transport poultry to a show, all crates, boxes, containers and vehicles shall be thoroughly cleaned and disinfected.

3. Any poultry vaccinations must be performed at least 4 weeks prior to delivery to the show.

4. Upon admission to a show, all entries shall be examined by the official county fair veterinarian or qualified state personnel who shall also receive and
examine all certificates necessary for admission of birds to a show. Birds not in show condition will be excused from exhibition and removed from the
premises. Any fowl showing signs of illness during the fair will be removed from the exhibition grounds.

5. All out-of-state turkeys must originate from flocks that are officially classified as U.S. Mycoplasma Gallisepticum Clean in accordance with the
provisions of the National Poultry Improvement Plan or be negative to a test for Mycoplasma Gallisepticum within 30 days prior to entry.

6. A permit is also required for out-of-state poultry. A permit may be obtained by calling (217) 782-4944.

Please note: These poultry exhibition requirements do not apply to 4-H and FFA 1-day poultry shows where the entries are taken to the
show and returned home the same day. However, a permit is required for out-of-state poultry.

CERVIDAE

(Deer, Elk, Reindeer, Caribou, Moose, Red Deer and other related species)
Identification: All animals shall be individually identified with an approved tag, microchip or tattoo. Elk are required to have two official/approved
unique identifiers.
Illinois Cervidae
Chronic Wasting Disease: For cervidae changing ownership or moving within the State, the owner must obtain a permit issued by the Department prior
to movement and the cervid must originate from a herd that is enrolled in the Certified Monitored Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) Program or the
Contained Monitored Chronic Wasting Disease Program. The permit shall be obtained no more than 72 hours in advance of the movement of the
cervids by providing the following information:
A. Name and complete mailing address of person exhibiting the cervids;
B. Certified Monitored Chronic Wasting Disease or Contained Monitored Chronic Wasting Disease Herd number;
C. Name and complete mailing address of location where the animals will be exhibited;
D. Number of animals and unique identification of the animals.
Tuberculosis: lllinois is an Accredited Tuberculosis-Free State. Tuberculin test is not required for lllinois cervidae.
Out-of-State Cervidae
Chronic Wasting Disease
1. All cervidae entering lllinois must be in compliance with the lllinois Wildlife Code [520 ILCS 5]. For more information, contact the lllinois Department
of Natural Resources at (217) 782-6384.
2. All cervidae entering lllinois must be accompanied by a permit from the Department and a Certificate of Veterinary Inspection that - a. has been
issued by an accredited veterinarian of the state of origin or a veterinarian in the employ of the United States Department of Agriculture; b. is approved
by the Animal Health Official of the state of origin; c. shows that the cervidae are free from visible evidence of any contagious, infectious or communicable
disease or exposure thereto, do not originate from a CWD endemic area (any county and surrounding counties where CWD has been diagnosed in the
past five years); d. shows that the cervidae are not originating from a herd under quarantine for any contagious, infectious or communicable disease;
e. shows that the animals originate from a herd that has been monitored for at least 5 years under a state-approved CWD certification program.
3. Apermit number can be obtained by calling (217) 782-4944. Applicant for permit shall furnish the following information to the Department: a. Name
and post office mailing address of lllinois destination; b. Name and post office mailing address of the consignor and/or source herds; c. Name and post
office mailing address of the herd veterinarian; d. Number and unique identification of cervidae in shipment.
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Brucellosis
Cervidae six (6) months of age and older must have a negative brucellosis card or PCFIA test within sixty (60) days prior to entry.
Tuberculosis
1. Accredited Tuberculosis Free States: All cervidae twelve (12) months of age and over shall be negative to two (2) single cervical tests for bovine TB
no less than ninety (90) days apart with the second test conducted within ninety (90) days prior to entry. These animals shall be isolated from all other
members of the herd during the testing period unless they originate from an accredited, qualified or monitored herd.
A. Cervidae from an accredited herd may be moved into lllinois without further TB testing provided that a certificate stating that such cervids originated
from an accredited herd accompanies them.
B. Cervidae originating from qualified or monitored herds may enter with a negative test within ninety (90) days prior to entry and a certificate stating
that the animals originate from a monitored herd.
2. Non-Accredited Tuberculosis Free Areas or States (Not TB Free)
A. All cervidae shall originate from a herd where a complete herd test was conducted within the past year.
B. The individual animals entering lllinois must be negative to two (2) additional tuberculin tests conducted within 180 and 30 days prior to entry or
exhibition.

RATITES

(Ostriches, Emus, Rheas, Cassowaries and Kiwis)

lllinois Ratites
There are no requirements governing the movement of ratites within lllinois.
Out-of-State Ratites
1. Must be accompanied by a CVI and permit number.
2. Individually identified by leg band or microchip.
3. Negative test for Avian Influenza within 10 days prior to entry.

PIGEONS
There are no requirements governing the movement of pigeons within or into lllinois.

RABBITS
There are no requirements governing the movement of rabbits within or into lllinois.

LLAMAS
There are no requirements governing the movement of Llamas within or into lllinois. A permit and health certificate is required for out-of-state llamas.
A permit may be obtained by calling (217) 782-4944.

Driver may move forward or backward. Driver must make contact every 60 seconds or be disgualified. No sandbagging, If you
sandbag the race will be stopped and a sandbagger flag will be put on top of your car and who ever takes you out will automatically
advanceto thefeature. If thereisasandbagger in thefeature who ever takeshim/her out will get $50.00. No team driving allowed not
even on a sandbagger. Cars must move when hit or show visible damage. No drivers door hits alowed..

PRIZE MONEY

ENTRY FEE

Each car/driver shall pay $20.00. Each pit person shall pay $15.00 unless stated different on web page. All divers and pit persons
must sign waiver and release of liability before entering pits or track. Entries will be accepted up to 1-hour prior to race time.
PREPARATION OF CARS

Thisclasswill be limited to 1980 or newer cars.

No screws allowed. No plastic gas tanks (heavy duty plastic racing fuel cells are allowed) No Wedging, No sedagons. NO jeeps,
trucks,(ranchero,elecamino considered trucks) no carryalls, no Hearst, no limos, no convertibles.

All glass, chrome, pot metal, lights, carpet, headliner, back seats, fiber glass (anything flammable must be removed) before reaching
the exhibit area (do not break glass down in doors) Trunks must be empty of al debris, sparetire rims, parts etc. Wagons must have
spare tire flap removed or hole cut in it for inspectors to see. ABSOLUTELY no welding besides what is stated in these rules
.Unlimited 9-wire

MANDATORY-YOU must have number on both front doors big enough to read and bright enough color to see. Also must have
number on roof with name on roof above front doors. Use your choice of number. No profanity allowed on cars.

ENGINE

Motors must be GM to GM, Ford to Ford, Chryder to Chryder etc. Musts be mounted in stock position on v-blocks engines front
spark plug must be even or in front of upper ball joints. Oninline engines #2 spark plug must be even or in front of upper ball joints.
Motor mounts maybe welded. Engines must have air breather. Header pipesare O.K.

RADIATORS

May be removed but not relocated.

TRANSMISSION

No transmission coolers allowed.

BATTERY

Must be in secure position and be covered with something nonflammable like rubber tube, rubber floor mat etc. Batteries must be
secured so they don®move.

SUSPENSION

Must remain stock. No weld on shocks, no trailer hitches, special lifts, blocks, air shackles, air shocks, air lifts must be deflated. Cars
must have give or bounce.

REAR ENDS

Rear ends must be GM to GM, Ford to Ford, Chryder to Chryder etc. No truck rear ends and nothing to exceed 12 bolt rear end
cover. Locking of rear ends permitted.

DRIVE SHAFTS

Must be OEM stock drive shaft.

TRAILINGARMS & A-ARMS

Must be factory absolutely no reinforcing, shortening or lenghtening.

STREERING COLUMN

The steering column may be modified gear box to steering wheel &l other caponets must remain factory.

HOOD

Must remainin factory position. 6- Hood boltsalowed only two may go threw frame nonein front of radiator. Bolts must not be no
bigger then 3@ with washers no bigger then 6-inch outside diameter. Must have two holes cut in hood big enough for fire extin-
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guisher. Not directly over carburetor. You may use 20 bolts around header holes no bigger then SAE 3/8 with washers no bigger then
1-inch outside diameter.

TRUNK

You can use 4-3/4 bolts in trunk and 2 may go threw frame with washers no bigger then 6-inch outside diameter. Trunk lids must
remain on factory hinges. Tucking of trunk lid is allowed. But, absolutely no wedging. you may Chain or ninewire.

BODY

No seam welding, No patching, pre-denting O.K.

FENDERS

Fenders may betrimmed and 10-boltsmay be used per fender no bigger then 3/8 with washers no bigger then 1-inch outside diameter.
BODY MOUNT BOLTS

Must be factory size and length and must be in factory position. And cannot extend threw floor of car. Must have factory rubber
bushings.

FRAME

Absolutely no welding on frame, no reinforcing of frame what so ever. You can notch frame. No patching of frames.

DOORS

May be welded solid with astrap no bigger then 3-inches, on out side only. Driver@door should be reinforced. On wagonstail gates
no welding. May use four bolts to secure tail gate no bigger then 38 with 6-inch outside diameter. Or Chain or nine wire.

CAGE

You may have a cage with two side bars and three cross bars. The cage cannot extend past the dash areain the front and must bein
front of the rear fender wellsin the back on sedans. On wagons the bars cannot go past middle of back doors. Thiscan beweldedin.
Absolutely no kickers. You may have ahalo bar none of the cage can connect to frame.

BUMPERS

Must be GM to GM, Ford to Ford, Chryder to Chryder etc. No truck bumpers. No welding on bumpers. They can be wired, or
chained. No welding of shocks or brackets. If you have a auminum bumper you may changeit but must stay with same make as car.
GASTANKS

Maximum of 5-gallons gas. Gas tank must be placed in back seat area and properly secured. Tanks must be secured so there is no
movement. (Do hot use bungee cords for this) If tank is not secure you will not be running. Tanks must have secure caps and be leak
proof. All fud lines must have no leaks. Stock gastanksin cars must be removed or have holesin them and washed out. No plagtic
tanks. (Heavy duty plastic racing fuel cells may be used). You must have a shield of metal or tin between driver and gastank. (This
may be mounted with screws)

TIRES

DOT approved light truck tires. No tireinside of tire. Nofield tileinside of tire. Nofluidinside of tire. Absolutely nothing inside of tire
besides tube and air. Valve stem protector O.K. No fork lift tires, No implement tires, No tractor tires.

Thisisastock classit will remain astock class so do not do any more then what is stated in these rules. Do not do anything to make
your car illegal after ingpection. If thishappensyou will be disqualified and noreturn of entry. Official havetheright to re-inspect your
carsa anytime.

SAFTY RULESAND REGULATIONS

Full Size Truck R ules

Any trucks except 4 whed drive, SUV's, Dualy's or flatbeds will be allowed.

Preparartion of Trucks

Trucks must be stripped and sweept clean of all glass pot metal, carpet etc. anything flammable. Both doors must be stripped
clean of window regulators and door handles inside and out. Any mouldings, trim, or emblems must be removed. All hitches
including bed hitches must be removed.

FRAMES: NO welding on frames. Except for bumper mounting and drive train installation.

No patching on frames. Frames may be sectioned but may only be butt welded no over lapping or plating. No shortening of
frames. Trucks must remain stock wheel base.

CAGES: At least afour point cage. No kickersto frame but may run them to cab floor.

Cage may not exceed drivers compartment. Driver's safety comes first.

BUMPERS: Bumper height on fresh trucks must not exceed 28 inches from ground to center of bumper. Car bumpers may be
used on front and back but must be OEM. Front bumpers may be reinforced inside only! Do not abuse this rule!! If car back
bumpers are used on the front, the license plate recess may be filled in. If you run a rear bumper it must be trimed within 6
inches of frame rails. Front bumpers may be mounted as such, stock brackets or car shocks, or 2x4x1/4 rectangle tubing, or
straight to the frame. One or the other. Shocks or tubing cnaonly go 8 inches back on or in the front frame. You may chain or
strap front bumpers, do not exceed 4 inches back on frame with straps or chain.

ENGINE: Any mator and trans combination to any truck. Mounting may only be done on K-member and trans mount. No
engine plates. Transmission coolers may be used, but must be mounted in passengers compartment. ( keep safety in mind)
SUSPENSION: No reinforcing A-arms, tire rods or drag links. Spring risers are allowed. Bolting A-arms solid is permitted, as
long as you do not weld or exceed bumper height. Spring clamps may be used on rear, 2 per side.

TIRES: 16.5 or smaller DOT or implement, 8 lug or less, no split rims, no screwed rims, no studded tires no liquid filled tires.
BATTERY: battery must be mounted and covered in passenger floor board. one battery per truck.

FUEL TANK: Fuel tank must be mounted in front center of the truck bed. Steel or alluminum only no plastic. Tanks must be
secure and leak prof and covered with nonflammable material. (keep safety in mind)

CAB:Cab may be bolted solid to frame. Four places max. This can be done with 3/4 athread and 6x6 plates at 1/4 inch
thiskness max. At least one windshield bar from roof down to cowl. Doors may be welded solid using no more then 1/8 inch
and no wider then 3 inches.

RADIATORS: Radiators must remain in stock position or can be removed. No radiator protectors. If metal is added to mount
readiator, keep it to minimum.

DRIVESHAFT: Any diveshaft to any truck, but you must have asafety loop ( this can be done with a piece of chain from frame
rail to frame rail under driveshaft)

REAREND: Any 8 lug or less rearend maybe used. rearend maybe welded.

FENDERS: 10 bolts per fender. fenders maybe tucked and welded. Do not add metal.

HOOD: Hood panels may be bolted or welded together. Bolts may be no larger then 3/8 diameter with 1 inch diameter washer
limit 20. A 12 inch hole must be cut in hood above carborator if header holes are not cut. Header holes must be cut plenty big
for fire extinguishers to fit. Hoods may be bolted shut in 6 places. This can be done with 3/4 athread or smaller 6x6x1/4 inch
paltes. Only 2 can go through frame. In addition you can use #9 wire from hood to bumper (6 strands Max) Hoods must open
for inspection.

BED: Bed bolts may be replaced with 3/4 allthread and 6x6x1/4 plates. No more then 8 places and these may go through frame.
You may have 2 additional bolts go from the front of the bed through the back of the cab. Bed may be welded to cab using 1/
8x3 flat may be welded solid. Tail gate may be welded solid if left up.

If bed sides are folded down, tailgate must remain behind wheel wells. Sidesand tail gate may be bolted down with 2 additional
3/4 allthread(one per side) but may only go through bed floor. You may use #9 wirein the bed but only in 4 places. You may go
to bed bolts but not to frame. Bed panels may be welded together using 11/2x11/2x1/8 inch angle iron . Angle may be only 4
inches long and at |east 6 inches apart. You may use atotal of 16 anglesinside of bed. INSIDE only not on the bed rails.
